But I can tell you about one grandmother who is unable to work because of her physical condition, and she has a daughter who is HIV positive, and this daughter has a three-year-old child that truly does go to bed hungry at night.
Last year, after the grandmother received a a Bucket of Love, she said simply:

“Thank you for the Bucket of Love.”

Those understated words are eloquent.  They touched me.  And I invite you to show your love by signing your name to one, two, or all three, of the “Love Tags” you’ll find enclosed.

They deserve our help.  If I were in their shoes, I would be happy if they helped me and the children in my neighborhood.  I would want to know that I am not alone.


I have so much.  And I want to share my good fortune with the women of South Africa who have so little.  I hope you will join me.


I feel extremely positive about the Women’s Helping Hands Campaign, because the program has exceptional depth.  For example:


Annelise Youle ran away from home at the age of 12 – landed on the streets, became pregnant at 15, married and had a second child, whose father ended up in prison.


And after the birth of her third child, she found shelter at a CWC Clinic for street and homeless people.


There, her children received emergency medical treatment and nourishing food.  She was provided with temporary shelter and given counseling, so that she could qualify for a job that would keep her children from starving.


But that’s not the end of the story!  


Not only did she no longer live on the street and reside with her family in a house, and successfully interview and qualify for a job -- but also she spents all her spare time as a volunteer, helping other women and children.  Then, after further training, she herself became a full-time staff member at CWC.

A marvelous full circle!  


She is so typical of the women of South Africa who, with a small amount of encouragement, training and assistance, can develop self-esteem and skills, and take their position in the community as a leader and a role model.


They are solving difficult problems one step at a time.


Please join me and other women here in Germany, and help the women of South Africa.


And I invite you to begin by accepting Bishop Tutu’s appeal to provide a Bucket of Love this holiday season.
