All day long I watched while dogs in the cages nexg to me were taken out – and never brought back.

I just knew I was going to die!

Soon I was at the North Shored Animal League’s Alex Lewyt Veterinary Medical Center – and they listened while I coughed and said I had a “respiratory tract infection” and pneumonia.

They started me on IV fluids and antibiotics, and oxygen.  And they took me to an internal medicine specialist at VMC – and that doctor said that I needed a lung lobectomy, because both the right cranial and right middle lung lobe, were diseased.

It was all over before I even knew it happened.  I woke up in the surgery ward, and my chest was covered with a Fourth of July theme wrapping.  I loved it!  

And guess what?  I never again coughed!  Not once!  

Thank you, North Shore animal League for being “no-kill”  I owe my life to you.
And now – more good news!  I’m on the “adoptable” list.  And they are looking for someone to love me and give me a new home.
