That’s exactly what happens to me, every week of the year! And that’s because  our weekly food bill, at our Boystown and Girlstown villages, is around €49,515! I have to spend that much to make sure each of our children is able to eat three healthy balanced meals a day.

 This means I need about €2,574,770 for my Children’s Grocery Fund this year.


Unfortunately, I am saddened to report that right now my Children’s Grocery Fund is dangerously depleted.  And that’s why I am desperately searching for new friends who will help me keep food on the tables.

Mejia is from the State of Veracruz, Mexico, and she was abandoned by her parents and ended up living on the streets, begging for money from passers by so that she could buy scraps of food.  Gradually, she became severely malnourished.

And her life on the streets led to other health problems.  Her skin became very reddish as a result of a skin disease she developed because she was not able to bathe properly.  And she had worms in her stomach as a result of drinking dirty contaminated water.

When she was finally brought to our Children’s Village in Chalco, Mexico, we immediately gave her the medical care she needed for her skin disease and stomach problems.  And please believe me when I tell you that being able to eat three healthy meals a day has worked wonders on her malnourished body!  Mejia has almost miraculously been transformed from a listless and anemic kid into a happy, normal and healthy youngster.

Her story, sadly, is typical of the more than 22,000 children presently under my care in Mexico, the Philippines, Korea, Guatemala and Brazil. 
You see, when a child like Mejia comes to live with use, they become our total responsibility.  and that means that along with nourishing food, and clean water, and a roof over their heads, we must also give them dresses and trousers and all the clothing they need. 

Then, it is up to us to insure that they receive an education, and we provide them with all the school supplies they need, along with uniforms.  (And a little girl like Mejia is just so very proud the first day she goes to school, wearing her clean, newly ironed uniform!)

  Also we must comfort them when they cry, and give them counseling.  Then, when they graduate we help them find a job and once and for all break the terrible cycle of fear, poverty and suffering.
All of the above is why I must find new friends who will send €25, €50, €100 and support my Children’s Grocery Fund.  Won’t you please consider helping today?


And as a small token of thanks, in advance, for your support, I’ve enclosed a key ring with a supermarket trolley token on it.  And so when you go to a local supermarket that requires you to put a one euro coin or a trolley token in a slot to use one of their shopping trolleys, you will never need to worry if you are short of change – you can use it instead of a coin to release a trolley and reclaim it for future use once you have finished your shopping.


I hope you that each time you use the trolley token you will think of the urgent needs of Mejia and all of the children at our Children’s Villages.  And that you will be reminded that our Lord will reward you a hundredfold in this life and thousandfold in the next for whatever you are able to share with his little ones.
